Advice for doctoral candidates in education regarding cumulative dissertations

At the University of Vienna, as is common also internationally, doctoral theses can be written both in
the form of a monograph and as a cumulative dissertation, i.e. in the form of several, shorter
manuscripts. Both forms are equivalent. For the cumulative form of the dissertation, the University
has prepared a relatively concise guideline, which mainly refers to formal matters
(https://studienpraeses.univie.ac.at/fileadmin/user_upload/p_studienpraeses/Studienpraeses_Neu/I
nfo-Blatter/Infoblatt_Leitfaden_kumulative_Dissertationen_EN_011015.pdf).This document is based
on the consultations that have taken place so far within the DSPL43 and the panel of Supervisors in
Education. It summarizes the expectations that have been expressed so far regarding the quality and
form of a cumulative dissertation and provides some advice beyond purely formal criteria, especially
with regard to an aspired academic career. The advice is to be understood as a "living document" that
can be supplemented or modified over time, and is intended as an aid for supervisors and doctoral
candidates, especially at the beginning of their doctoral studies.

1. Do manuscripts have to be already published?

No, but they should already be "under review". The reason that a publication is not a criterion is
mainly due to the long review processes at many journals. This is problematic because most
manuscripts are naturally completed towards the end of the doctoral studies. After all, inflexible
requirements should not make candidates send their articles to journals of inferior quality simply
because swift publication is guaranteed (see point 9).

2. Journal article or book chapters in edited volumes?

Both are formally possible. However, one should be aware that nowadays — and probably also in the
near future — journal articles are often considered to have a higher value than chapters in edited
volumes. Both regarding the later thesis examination and emerging academic career opportunities,
doctoral candidates should try to publish as many of their results as possible in recognized journals.
Internationally, the decision in favor of a cumulative dissertation and against a monograph is mainly
seen in the fact that in this way journal publications can be achieved without slowing down the overall
writing process. If one decides to publish in edited volumes, this advantage is lost, and one could also
write a monograph.

3. Is there a minimum number of contributions?

Formally, no — according to the University of Vienna, the collected contributions should correspond to
a monograph. Depending on the "density" and the length of the contributions, an adequate number
of contributions can be between three and seven (see also point 4). Different publications may require
a very different amount of work, and they often differ in their empirical and theoretical elaboration as
well as in their length. In this respect, it is difficult to determine an exact number. Whether the
substance is sufficient is always decided in the end by the thesis examiners. However, this also applies
to monographs.



4. What is a dissertation's "cape" ("Mantel") and is there a guideline for the length of the "cape"?

The "cape" is the bracket that holds the individual contributions of a cumulative dissertation together.
It has become established practice that the cape consists of two parts — (usually a couple of) chapters
at the beginning, called preamble, and a concluding chapter — and the contributions are located
between these two parts. The question of the length of the cape should be considered in conjunction
with point 3: If, for example, one has already discussed theory and methodology in great detail in the
various contributions, the chapter(s) of the cape can be kept shorter. If these and other important
aspects could not be discussed in detail in the contributions — for example, on the historical, cultural,
social, etc. background of the object of investigation —then it is advisable to keep the cape, in particular
its first chapter(s), longer. Therefore capes with 40 pages as well as with 150 pages can be found.

5. Single or co-authorship?

Again, there are no formal guidelines, and expectations vary widely depending on academic culture
and country. In theory, both solely co-authored and exclusively single-authored manuscripts may be
submitted, although in some contexts the former may be seen as a lack of independence. It is therefore
good to have a combination of both, in order to be able to show both independence and the ability
to cooperate. In accordance with the requirements of the University of Vienna, the cape of the
dissertation should also convincingly explain what the doctoral candidate's share is in the jointly
authored publications, as this is the basis for the thesis examination. Furthermore, it is important to
note that co-authors are not allowed to act as thesis examiners later on. An example of a clear
overview of the nature of the individual contributions and the respective contribution by the doctoral
candidate can be found in the form of a table in the appendix (with permission from the author; the
comparatively high number of manuscripts submitted in this example is not to be understood as a
benchmark on the part of the DSPL).

6. Joint publications with supervisor(s)?

Formally, doctoral candidates may publish jointly with their supervisor(s). However, it is advisable to
avoid too many publications co-written with the supervisor(s). Especially in international applications,
including the various funding programs of the EU, it is seen very critically if a candidate's publication
profile does not show independence from the supervisor(s). Publication ambitions of supervisors
should not be mixed up with the supervision. Doctoral candidates are entitled to insisting on their
independence.

7. How identify the individual contributions in the dissertation?

It is important that it is easy for examiners and readers to recognize where in the dissertation the
respective contributions are located — what are the introductory chapters, what is the conclusion, and
what are the submitted manuscripts of the cumulative dissertation. Ideally, this can already be visible
in the table of contents, e.g., by having a headed section, preceding the various contributions, in which
the individual contributions are listed. An additional table like the one in the appendix can also give
the examiners a good overview.



8. German or English?

Here, too, there is no formal requirement; in principle, a cumulative dissertation can also be mixed.
However, English-language publications have become increasingly important — German-language
publications reach fewer readers, are not included in many citation databases (such as Scopus) and are
often of less value for applications. If it is important in one's own research field to also reach an
audience in Austria, Germany or Switzerland, one should strive for a mix and publish also in German.
Any research that is to be taken seriously has a relevance which should also be able to exist beyond
national or linguistic borders. It should also be borne in mind that the selection of potential thesis
examiners is very limited if one publishes in German. This is problematic insofar as the study
presidency (Studienprdises) of the University of Vienna asks for international examiners if possible. In
this respect, English-language publications are recommended.

9 Which journals?

Formally, there are no requirements — to require a certain impact factor or type of peer review, for
example, would contradict point 2. The choice of journal should not be made in a hurry and is best
made in consultation with the supervisor(s) and/or other colleagues. The guiding question should be:
Which are reputable journals in my field whose articles my colleagues and | are happy to refer to?
To determine whether a journal matters at all (read: is read and cited), a first look at Scimago Journal
& Country Rank can also help: The higher the H-index, the more research refers to the journal, although
the H-index can differ significantly depending on the research field. If a journal doesn't show up there
at all, more information should be obtained. Beware of so-called "predatory journals." These are
journals that promise — sometimes for a fee — a fast review and publication process, but operate
unprofessionally to fraudulently. A (non-exhaustive) overview can be found, for example, on this
website (https://predatoryjournals.com/journals/). Also many MDPI journals have a problematic
review process (basically everything is published) and therefore a bad reputation!

10. What else is there to consider?

As also described in the University Guidelines, the cape should explain how the individual contributions
are connected. Conversely, this means that when planning the individual contributions, care should be
taken to ensure that contributions complement each other in a meaningful way (i.e., no repetition or
self-plagiarism), that they all relate to the main research question, and that they can ideally answer
sub-questions related to the main research question that are explained and justified in the cape. It is
highly disadvantageous if the overall package appears fragmentary to the thesis examiners. In
principle, cumulative dissertations are commonplace in the international arena, so that there is usually
no need to worry about the acceptance of this format by international examiners.
